As an added bonus, you get to hone
up on skills you'll use year-round. Practice
your hook-set on the very subtle takes those
real cold fish generally demonstrate. Improve
your casting technique while throwing three
bugs, weight and maybe an indicator. Brush
up your knot-tying skills while replacing said
rig (after hanging up on bottom for the tenth
time) with frozen fingers! What's not to love?

The Protect Our Rivers License Plate
In the 2011 legislative session, Colorado

Trout Unlimited is introducing a bill to create
the Protect Our Rivers license plate. To help
ensure passage of the bill, we need to collect
3,000 signatures from Colorado residents that
are interested in later purchasing the license
plate. Note that signing the petition does not
obligate you to purchase Ð at this time, you
are merely expressing an interest.

Once the bill is passed, to obtain the Protect Our Rivers license plate, you must make a
one-time, tax-deductible donation of $25 to Colorado
Trout Unlimited. This money will be used to help CTU
fulfill its mission of protecting, conserving and
restoring ColoradoÕs rivers Ð the money will remain
local, 100% will be allocated within Colorado. The
design of the license plate has not been finalized yet,
but it is likely to be very similar this sample:
